Guidelines for Practitioners who Volunteer at LIRC Outreaches or Outside Presentations:

Members who participate in an Outreach or Presentation agree to follow all of the guidelines outlined below while representing the LIRC at such events:

1.  LIRC membership status is current.

2. Certified Reiki Level I Practitioner or beyond.

3. Show respect for all Reiki Lineages and Paths.

4. Intention is for the recipient’s highest healing.

5. Dress will be appropriate for the climate and environment of the event. 

6. Introduce yourself and ask for permission prior to offering Reiki.

7. Always show respect and honor the recipient’s boundaries by asking permission to give Reiki.

8. Refrain from diagnosing, offering intuitive impressions, prescribing, altering or offering suggestions for further treatment plans.

9.  Limit conversations with the recipients, to the best of your ability, to a suggestion that Reiki be considered part of their Health and Wellness Plan.

10. As a representative of the LIRC, the goal and purpose of the experience is to spread the joy of Reiki to the community. Limited solicitation of your personal practice is expected.

11. Only material approved by the LIRC will be available for distribution.

12. No personal business cards/materials will be distributed under the auspices of the LIRC.  Your name and contact information, along with the other practitioners present at the event, will be compiled and distributed to the Outreach/Presentation attendees.
